SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

April 21, 2010 

Town Offices


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 21, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Dave Nickerson and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment
- None. 









2.0 Cease & Desist – Map 018, Lot 012 – Bob Ward, Attorney Chris Bold and Mark Robitaille were present.  Chair Livernois stated the issue before the Board involves Mr. Robitaille and whether to issue a “cease & desist” order at TML# 018.012.  Chair Livernois noted there have been discussions from speaking with the Code Enforcement Officer, Bob Ward. Chair Livernois stated a driveway has been constructed, fill has been brought in, conduit has been run and an electrical panel has been installed on the property without a building permit being granted and the variance has been appealed. Chair Livernois stated Attorney Boldt has drafted a “cease & desist” order.  Selectman Ober asked what the next steps would be, if the order were issued today. Attorney Boldt stated if issued/signed tonight then served to Mr. Robitaille, who will then be informed of the request for rehearing. Attorney Boldt stated then the ZBA’s process will run its course, if the ZBA okays the appeal then a rehearing would take place but if the appeal is denied then the case would go to Superior Court of Belknap County. Attorney Boldt noted during this process nothing can happen on the lot.  Chair Livernois stated it is the Board’s job to enforce the Town’s Zoning Ordinance and issue the building permit through the Code Enforcement Officer and until the building permit is issued the “cease & desist” stands.  Attorney Boldt noted the building permit needs to be applied for and the septic system has been proposed near the water but there is not an application to discuss. Mr. Robitaille stated he has not filed for the building permit because he thought it would mean concrete work.  Chair Livernois stated preliminary steps have been taken towards construction of a building i.e. driveway, electrical conduit. Attorney Boldt noted it is one of those things were ignorance of the law is no excuse.  Chair Livernois stated if the lot was a wood lot with a driveway then no permit would be needed and when the BOS decided to appeal the ZBA’s decision then saw progress on the lot, the “cease & desist” was the prudent thing to do.  Selectman Nickerson asked if the driveway permit was issued by DOT and Mr. Robitaille replied yes. Selectman Nickerson asked if there was a septic design and Mr. Robitaille replied the septic is ready for Bill Tobin to sign then would be sent to DES for their approval.  Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize the issuance of the “cease & desist” order dated April 21, 2010 for Tax Map 18, Lot 12. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion.  Discussion:

          Chair Livernois noted the Zoning Board will need Counsel but would not be able to determine that until after their 5/25 meeting. Mr. Robitaille asked what fell under the “cease & desist” order and Chair Livernois replied all construction work until the building permit is issued, which can not be issued until after the pending ZBA appeal. Attorney Boldt affirmed that nothing could be added to the property i.e. stones, fencing. The motion passed unanimously.
Attorney Boldt asked Mr. Robitaille if he would be okay with being served the “cease & desist” order tonight and Mr. Robitaille replied yes.  RS Rollins made a copy of the order and gave it to Mr. Robitaille. Mr. Robitaille reviewed the order and signed it then initialed Attorney Boldt’s copy.  












3.0 Department updates








  3.1
Sign Permit Fees – The BOS reviewed a suggested sign permit fee schedule and a comparison of surrounding municipalities sign permit fees provided by Bob Ward. Minimum fee / $25 dollars or $0.25 per square foot, whichever is greater. Non-Conforming advertising signs would be twice the permit fee ($50 dollars). Bob Ward stated there are some non-conforming signs but there are a lot of signs that are exempt i.e. farms, schools and the fee would mostly apply to businesses. Selectman Ober stated he does not want to charge sign permit fees just because everyone else does.  Chair Livernois noted the fee would be picking up administrative costs instead of taxes paying for them.  Selectman Ober noted that Steele Hill Resort is in the process of putting up three signs located in the Historic District and Doug Cutillo is getting them made.  Selectman Ober stated he feels that Steele Hill Resort should not have to pay.  Bob Ward read section C (8) of the Zoning Ordinance that would make the signs exempt.  Chair Livernois made a motion to adopt the proposed sign permit fee structure.  Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed.  Selectman Ober was not in favor of the motion.

DPW Director John Thayer – Director Thayer informed the BOS that they are grading currently then will be cleaning some ditches. Director Thayer stated he has met with residents on Lower Smith Road and Barnes Road, which have indicated they are okay with the reclaiming of the roads. Director Thayer noted there have been a couple of meetings with Conneston Construction Inc. (CCI) regarding the Highway Garage.  The Board and those in attendance reviewed preliminary plans of the site and the arrangement of the inside of the garage drafted by Engineer Turpin.  Selectman Ober asked if there would be enough room for everyone to move around and Director Thayer replied yes, even the grader.  Selectman Ober asked if the warrant was still going to be changed and TA Veloski replied no.  Selectman Nickerson noted ventilation is a concern.  Andy Sanborn suggested that an air-to-air heat exchanger be purchased.  Selectman Ober asked if the site is buildable and Director Thayer replied yes, the Historic District has granted a variance for the building and they will try to make the building comply. Director Thayer informed the Board that some stumps need to be removed and the road bank needs to be pushed back on the corner of Hale Road & Route #132. Director Thayer noted the State removed the trees and hauled them off. Director Thayer stated he would get an estimate for the Board to review.

Recreation – Eagle Scout Project – Christian Stock, Troop #82 asked for permission to build two dugouts (8x8x16) on the far side of the recreation field that would cost approximately $100 dollars each and would be wheel chair accessible. Eagle Scout Stock noted Person’s Concrete would assist with the concrete pad and a contractor would be helping with framing. Mrs. Lonergan noted the roofline would be a little different and some bank work would need to be done as well.  Selectman Nickerson asked when the project would be finished and Eagle Scout Stock replied hopefully by the end of the summer. Mrs. Lonergan noted donations are being sought for the project.  Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize Eagle Scout Stock to build two dugouts at the Town Park as his Eagle Scout project.  Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Recreation Update – Mrs. Lonergan stated there are 43 kids enrolled in T-Ball and all of the four teams are sponsored. Mrs. Lonergan noted there are two ball fields now and the diamond has been cut & rolled then laid around the Recreation Building. Mrs. Lonergan stated there are still issues with parking, there is not enough room.  Chair Livernois asked if the parking would be better once the dirt has been removed and Mrs. Lonergan replied she hopes so. Mrs. Lonergan informed the Board that Summer Day Camp is from 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. with the same rates as last year.  Mini-Golf Tournament will be held on August 7th. The BOS thanked Mrs. Lonergan for all of her work and noted how important the Recreation Department is for the community and bringing its people together.
