You are hereby notified that your request for a variance from Article 15, Section F.1(b) of the Sanbornton Zoning Ordinance to construct a home with garage no closer than 50 feet at closest point to wetlands has been APPROVED by a unanimous vote of the Sanbornton Zoning Board of Adjustment. 
This approval was based on the following facts by members in attendance:
- The proposed use is reasonable and denial would result in an unnecessary hardship since the requirement of a minimum 1.5-acre lot in the Recreational Zoning District was established after this lot was created.  The subject lot is 0.89 acres, 40% smaller, and the applicant noted it has about 20% wetlands (per February 22, 2022 ZBA Meeting Minutes).  A 1.5-acre lot size assumes that with a reasonable use setback requirements can be met.  

- In this instance, the spirit of the ordinance is observed because of the reduced property size, associated wetland area, and the fact that the property owner has demonstrated that an effort was made to reduce the footprint and to be as far from the wetlands as possible while still maintaining other required setbacks.
